Greek III studies, through chapters 15-20 of text materials:  aorist II (active & middle indicative, imperative, infinitive), third declension nouns, future & aorist passive (indicative, imperative, infinitive), participles (present, aorist), subjunctive (present, aorist), perfect (indicative, participles, imperative, infinitive), pluperfect and optative. Students will learn for testing about 30 new words, including the 215 previously learned words.
