	k. Course Description: 

Greek IV studies translation, grammatical analysis and interpretation of the Greek text of the Gospel according to John.  Approximately half of each chapter in John is treated in class.  Chapters 18 & 19 (participles and subjunctive) of the Greek I-III textbook are reviewed for better performance in handling John’s text.  Students will learn for testing about 50 new words, including the 245 previously learned words.  Daily grading of each student’s classroom performance in translation and exegesis of the Greek text.  Prior to taking this course, students must pass with 70% correct on 50 words of previously learned vocabulary.
